The Battle of the Boats commenced in 1999 as a carnival for boaties and with their needs in mind.

That first year 63 crews competed.  In 2000 it won the NSW Country Event of the Year.  In 2002 113 crews competed and 130 crews in 2003.
Last year a record 210 crews competed.  2012, our 14th year, is shaping up to be even bigger and better.

The carnival has deservedly gained a reputation as a well run event in a beautiful part of the world.

It provides crews with top level competition leading into State and Aussie titles.

2011 Wrap Up and Results
In a weekend of action packed racing, 210 of NSW’s top surf boat crews converged on Pacific Palms Surf Club in Booti Booti National Park, Pacific Palms, on 26/27 February for the annual Pacific Palms Battle of the Boats.

Crews came from NSW surf clubs as far north as Woolgoolga and as far south as Gerringong to compete for a share of over $7,000 prize money.  There were also crews from Peregian Beach and Rainbow Bay in Queensland and St Kilda in Victoria.
Moderate surf conditions over the weekend made for exciting racing and some spectacular viewing for the many spectators on the beach.  With each crew rowing three rounds on both Saturday and Sunday the heat was on to secure their place in the finals.

The popular Club Relay, consisting of one junior, one men’s and one ladies crew, was contested by seven clubs on the Saturday, with Bilgola SLSC again taking out first place.
All other finals were held on the Sunday afternoon, with some tight racing in all categories.  In the Reserve’s the 2010 winners Avoca Munjas slipped to 2nd place after Palm Beach Paddys, with Dixon Park filling 3rd spot.  The Under 23 men’s Dee Why Dingoes improved on their 2010 6th placing to come 2nd after Newport Makos, with Dixon Park again in 3rd place. · NB Sweep to remain out of boat until tagged by runner from previous crew

· At the completion of the Junior, Ladies and Men’s legs the winning club will be the first to reach the beach and a crew member touch their designated lane marker
